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K.B.* and his ministry

A brief background: K.B.* was born and brought in Nepal. Poverty, loneliness and lack opportunities to be educated drove him to face hardships right from his childhood. Later, it became evidently clear that God has chosen KB as a special instrument to serve Him in some of the most difficult places of earth. Yes our sovereign God had a definite plan for KB. John 15:16  You did not choose me, but I chose you and appointed you that you should go and bear fruit and that your fruit should abide, so that whatever you ask the Father in my name, he may give it to you.

*Please note that for the security of those working in the ministry overseas we are not using specific names and places.

I met KB during 1975 when I just stepped into fulltime ministry in a local church. KB then was a new believer who came to know the LORD through the ministry of India Every Home Crusade (IEHC) and was baptized at Bethel, a local church where I was a associate pastor for 17 years. After resigning from a job as night watchman, KB joined Bethel church to be the caretaker of the premises. But his gifts from the Lord and burden for souls gave the believers in the church a clear direction to see him as a church planter. After laying hands and praying, the church sent KB and his wife (they were married in 1978) to do church planting in a city in North India. This city is dominated by Hindu fanatics and millions live here in idolatry, sorcery, criminal activities and darkness. 

KB and SB’s passion: It didn’t take long time for KB and his wife SB to prove their love for God and passion for souls. Hindus who were strong in their faith began to accept the Lord throwing away their idols and Hindu rituals. Church here in North India grew amazingly. KB is not well educated himself but he was used to reach all levels of people. The church began to have people with Master’s degree attend the Sunday services. Medical doctors attended the church services. While people from families began to accept the Lord frustrations among other members in the families became conspicuous. A father envisioned that his son would become a priest for the temple he built in his house. But he became so troubled that he wanted to kill KB because his son became a believer. KB was protected miraculously from the murder attempt by this man. 

Persecution never stopped KB to progress: While many conversions were taking place, persecution arose in the city. Four Hindu fanatics intruded into the rented apartment of KB and his wife. While questioning on conversions that were taking place in the city, the culprits took a big rod and started beating KB from head to toe. While his wife approached to rescue her husband they hit her too. She fell to the ground. KB was bruised and humiliated. But the evangelism and conversions did not cease. The work was multiplied. From a core people of 10 to 13 the church grew steadily to 200. 

Support from Bethel Church: In the initial years (early 80s) I kept visiting this North Indian church on a regular basis to teach the Word to the core group. Others from the Bethel church did the same. As the number of people began to increase, Bethel Church provided financial help to buy a land and build a worship hall. Today, this worship hall is filled with 200 people on Sundays. Over these years with KB and his wife’s simple testimony, prayerful lives, determination in hearts to serve and suffer for the Lord and a deep passion for souls brought several hundreds to the Lord. 

Fruit of the labors: KB and his wife SB have a habit of getting up as early as 4 ‘O clock in the mornings to pray. If you make a phone call at 7 a.m. KB is not home but he is out in the field. Yes both SB and KB work very hard. You would probably know that Nepalese are physically strong and mentally brave. Their aggressive visitations to villagers’ homes and personally encountering all kinds of people led to a fruitful ministry. KB’s deep love for people and gift from the Lord enabled him to see many Hindus who are oppressed and possessed delivered from the clutches of darkness. This morning (June 23, 2008), while talking to KB over the phone KB said that it takes 1 year to teach and train a young convert to be baptized. 

Ministry is growing big:

· From North India where KB has his church, the work is spread into 30 villages. These villages are hard to be reached because of mud roads and having no proper transportation. 

· 7 Coworkers are employed to serve full time.

· 7 Churches are planted in different villages where people meet for regular services on Sundays.

· KB and SB being Nepalese, their visits to Nepal have brought fruitful results. 

· In Nepal, tribal people have been coming to know the Lord

· KB trained three pastors to shepherd the flock in Nepal.

· 3 Churches are planted in Nepal. There is one more opportunity to see another church planted

· 3 Pastors are employed for full time service. 

Needs for KB’s ministry:

· Financial support for 7 full time Pastors in North India
· Financial support for 3 full time Pastors in Nepal

· One four wheel vehicle for the ministry in North India. The church here didn’t have any vehicle for their ministry all these years. After several years of being in the ministry, KB has received a gift of two-wheeler (a cheap mode of transportation). Because of his growing age this two-wheeler has made it convenient to carry on in visiting many villages. 

· Financial help for KB and SB to visit Nepal to oversee the ministry in this country.

During 2007 KB and SB witnessed 828 new people come to the church. They have baptized 73 people.


During May 2008 there were 36 new believers.


During the past three Sundays of June 2008 there were 20 new people attend the church


All the time there are sick people who spontaneously come with a request for prayer and this happens without any TV or Radio or any other advertisement. One brother’s 4 yr old daughter was seriously ill and the doctors gave up hopes on her. As an answer to prayers the girl is completely healed. During four months there were 60 to 70 people who got healed. Among them, there were demon possessed people too. During the last week, there was an interesting instance that has happened. There was a lady in a village who was possessed by a Hindu goddess (a black woman figure with her long tongue come out). She was healed. Her son and daughter in law are converted and are baptized believers. 


KB faced all kinds of life threatening attacks during these past 25 years. As an answer to prayer a Hindu fanatic group (RSS) who threatened to murder KB is become silent.
